Summary
In this Chapter, Paul speaks to the matter of the Branches (people of God) who are called the "Remnant." The Israelites are described in terms of those who are among the elect (as compared to Old Testament history) and those who may be considered "grafted" into the family tree, such as the Gentiles. Once again, prophets and kings from the past help to illustrate the message Paul seeks to share. It is important to review these passages, such as The Pentateuch, Kings, Isaiah, and so on, in order to better understand the concept of God's response to Jews and Gentiles.
