Our RESPONSIBILITY TO OTHERs

I. Obey authority and do what is right; pay government what it is owed and be responsible (1-7)

II. Love fulfills the law; love and support one another, remembering the commandments (8-10)

III. Make salvation and holy living the priority (11-14)

Summary

This chapter of Romans introduces a new topic, one that has not been emphasized in other correspondence.  We are to obey those that have authority over us. This means that we pay our taxes, remember to honor our responsibilities and respect others. Finally, Paul returns to the OT, recalling The Ten Commandments.  He reminds readers that our salvation is still the ultimate concern; he calls for us to control our physical desires, while committing to a life for Christ.
