INCLUSION AND ACCEPTANCE
I. Do not pass judgement; we are all different (1-8)

II. Christ died for us all (9-10)

III. All must acknowledge the Lord; we answer for ourselves (11-12)

IV. Do not let eating become and obsession; concentrate on keeping the peace between one another (13-23)

Summary

Paul stresses that passing judgment is dangerous. We can become too focused on individual differences such as diet. This is where we find the popular words, “every knee must bow and every tongue confess…” Everything that is not of the faith we have is not sinful; therefore, we should be careful not to obsess about these things. God sent the Son for each of us.
