WELCOME ALL PEOPLE
I. The stronger will help the weaker; do not be a hindrance (1-6)

II. Welcome everyone, including Gentiles, just as Christ did (7-13)

A. Confessing and giving glory




B. A benediction – joy, peace, hope

III. The word has gone forth, with God's grace; it has been spoken boldly   especially where Christ has not been (14-21)

 IV. Future plans to visit Rome; a final benediction (22-33)

Summary:   Paul says his farewell, giving several benedictions.
He once again, quotes Isaiah to emphasize his message, and he gives a detail explanation of his travel agenda.  He still calls for love for everyone, especially the Gentiles.
Key words to remember: strong vs. weak, Isaiah, welcome, joy, boast, Gentile
