B. Peace for the repentant; justified through faith

III. True Circumcision (17-29)

A. Knowing the law but missing out on grace
B. The spirit matters now, not the body

Summary:

Paul is warning the people that God’s wrath is for everyone, no matter whether they are Jew or Gentile.  When we repent, we are covered by God’s grace, and we are then saved.  Our spirits become renewed through the removal of sin and shame; circumcised by our faith.  This is the true circumcision.  It is no longer the old physical circumcision of Jewish culture before Christ’s death on the cross and resurrection.
