In this first chapter of Paul’s second letter to Corinth, his tone has changed significantly.  Here, he is writing on behalf of himself and Timothy, his son in ministry.  He goes on to talk about the suffering he and others have endured on their sojourn to Asia and how God intervened.  Paul talks about the importance of comforting each other as God comforts us, and ends the letter discussing details of his visitation plans.
