Summary

Paul goes back to spiritual gifts, but here, he emphasizes speaking in tongues and how the presentation of prophesies takes precedence.  He is clear that speaking in tongues when no one can understand does not uplift the church or the people.  He returns to the practice of women remaining silent (not questioning) in the church. Orderly worship should be practiced at all times.

Study Questions:
