Summary

Paul is very aggressive and adamant in this chapter where he demands that the church rejects those who do evil, singling out a man who is committing adultery. It is obvious that Paul has now moved from one concern to another, finally not mentioning the divisions of the church.  Yet, the boasting of some individuals is still an issue, and Paul declares that their focus should be on the Christ who is our sacrificial Lamb, not their own thought or vile actions.
