Hebrews: Chapter Eleven
[bookmark: _GoBack]Referred to often as the Faith Chapter, the “roll call” format that the writers use in the 11th chapter is one that recites acts of faith by heroes and sheroes of the Bible. Abraham, Rahab and others are chronicled and provide an inside view of how God has guided and saved God’s people throughout generations.  Their stories serve as a testament to how we must maintain our faith in the Lord, no matter the circumstance, seen or unseen.
