Hebrews: Chapter Twelve
Nearing the end of the letter, the writer(s) now offer advice for godly living and growth.  The revered ancestors bear witness to God’s glory and power; we have only to follow in their footsteps by accepting the Lord’s authority, the chapter states.  We must press on, focus on holy living and not be discouraged when God disciplines us. The chapter closes with an acclimation of giving thanks as we receive God’s Kingdom.
