SALVATION FOR ALL, FAITH IS SUPREME
I. The Truth of God Stands Regardless of Our Sin (1- 8)
A. We must uphold God’s word
B. We cannot do wrong without consequences
II. Again, the Law Means We All are Sinners (9-20)

III. We are Saved through Faith (17-24)

A. As the prophets said, righteousness comes through faith
B. All are saved by grace and Jesus’ atonement
Summary:

Paul tells us that no one is righteous; we all have been found lacking in some way.  Yet, through faith, and not the things that we do (works), we are saved.  We are made right with God because we believe.  Also, because God is the God of all, through his Son who died for us all, we do not contradict what the law says (or the way we have learned about faith), but rather we affirm it.
