Summary:

Here, Paul focuses on how we have peace in Christ Jesus.  He states that as we persevere, hope abounds.  We are transformed as we suffer for Christ, because we know what awaits us!  The main point, however, is that the one sacrifice of Christ covers the many sins of us all, just as the one sin of Adam caused us to fall.  Jesus paid the price by himself, and it was enough.
