Summary

Paul expresses concern for the Jewish people and Israel as a chosen race of God; he affirms that bloodlines and natural citizenship do not matter. He pulls from the past teachings of the prophets, including Hosea and Isaiah to bring meaning to his argument. God chooses us for our hearts and has mercy on us accordingly.  Essentially, Paul declares that those who think they are righteous because of their birthright or title, may be the last ones God views as righteous. Instead, it is the “Gentiles who did not strive” for justification and salvation, will ultimately find them. Though Jews are many, only a few will be saved!
