Summary 

Paul opens with a declaration of God’s favor and then proceeds to outline the terrible suffering that he and the leaders of the church endure through beatings, hunger, sleeplessness, and so on.  The Corinthians are reminded, once again, that idol worship is wrong and not to be associated with those who choose to practice this evil.
