In this is chapter, Paul severely chastises the Galatians for returning to former beliefs in the Law.  They have forgotten why Jesus died and perhaps have been listening to false teachers as has happened in other situations.  Paul refers to them as “foolish Galatians” and reminds them the law no longer condemns them.  They are all saved through faith in Christ Jesus!
