Summary
Paul’s final word to the church is that they not concentrate on themselves as they work in ministry, but for the good of others.  Here we find his famous saying, “God is not mocked...” –we reap what we sow! His last words return to the topic of circumcision, warning the church that it is not the way to salvation.
